Newly Identified EA Tasking Checklist

(primary responsibility for completing checklist lies AF/XPPL)

1.  Contact panel POC and AF/XPPL to discuss the need for a new EA assignment

-  Determine if the tasking fits the DoD EA directive definition:


--  operational or administrative task


--  involves 2 or more DoD components


--  the nature and scope of the task is clearly defined


--  duty is non-transferable

-  Determine if the tasking meets the DoD EA policy intent:


--  EA task is 'only conferred when there is no anticipated means to accomplish DoD objectives or there is a need to focus resources to minimize duplication or redundancy'


--  determine if the EA task is still required


--  determine if the AF is the best DoD component to perform the EA task


-  complete New EA Recommendation template (attached)

2.  AF/XPPL will contact OSD PSA EA focal point to discuss the need for a new EA tasking

3.  AF/XPPL will staff the New EA Recommendation memo through AF/XP to the CSAF to OSD PSA.


-  New EA Recommendation memo and staff package samples attached

4.  OSD PSA will staff EA designation package through the SECDEF for assignment


-  AF/XPPL will have copy of designation pkg

5.  AF/XPPL will add newly assigned EA to AF EA website and database

6.  AF/XPPL and OPR will assist OSD PSA in drafting the implementing DoD directive.
